a. The apple is being eaten by the rabbit.

b. She is being praised by the teacher.

a. He was being blamed by his mother when I arrived at his home.

Part Three   Subjunctive Mood (虚拟语气)
表示与事实相反的假设或将来不太可能实现的愿望。

使用场合:

1. 用于if引导的条件句中:

1) 与过去事实相反:

would / should / could / might + have done if…had done

I would have passed the English exam if you had helped me.

2) 与现在事实相反:

would / should / could / might + v if…v-ed (但be的过去式通常用were)

What would you do if you were me?

1) 与将来事实相反:

would / should / could / might + v if…were to + v 或 should + v

We would hold a party if you were to arrive tomorrow.

*主句中的should通常用于第一人称，从句中的should各人称通用。

*在if引导的虚拟条件从句中可以把if省略，并将had,should或were提到句首。如：

a. I would have passed the English exam if you had helped me. =

I would have passed the English exam had you helped me.

b. What would you do if you were me? = 

What would you do were you me?

c. We would hold a party if you were to arrive tomorrow. =

We would hold a party were you to arrive tomorrow.

*如果从句和主句中的时间不一致，则要分别使用相对应的动词形式。这种虚拟条件从句被称作“错综条件句”。

For example:

a. If I hadn’t caught you when you fell from the ladder, you would not be smiling now.

b. If you had married me at that time you would be happier now.

*英语中还可以用but for…（要不是…）和without…来表示虚拟条件:

a. But for your immediate help, I would have failed.

b. But for air, there would not be life on the earth.

c. Without the child, the woman would commit suicide because her husband often beats her black and green.

2．用于名词性从句中---(should) do:

1) 用于主语从句中：

(1) It is + (v.) p.p + that sb (should) do sth

*v.---ask, command, desire, demand, direct, insist, move（提议）, maintain (坚持认为；维修), order, persist（坚持）, propose, recommend, request, require, second（附议）, suggest, etc

It was required by my English teacher that I should spend at least 3 hours on English.

(2) It is + adj + that sb (should) do sth

*adj---advisable, critical（关键的）, desirable, essential（必不可少的）, indispensable（必要的）, necessary, vital（关键的）, etc

It was necessary that I should spend at least 3 hours on English every day.

2) 用于宾语从句中：

v + that sb (should) do sth

*v.--- ask, command, desire, demand, direct（要求）, insist, move, maintain, order, persist, propose, 

recommend, request, require, second, suggest, etc

a. My English teacher required that I should spend at least 3 hours on the English.

That I should spend at least 3 hours on the English was required by my Engliah teacher.---

It was required by my English teacher that I should spend at least 3 hours on English.

b. My mother insisted that I should visit the grandma with her.

3) 用于表语从句中：

N + is + that sb (should) do sth

*n.---advice, command, desire, demand, direction, insistence,

order, persistence, proposal, recommendation, request, requirement, suggestion, etc 

4) 用于同位语从句中:

…n + that sb (should) do sth

*n.---advice, command, desire, demand, direction, insistence, order, 

persistence, proposal, recommendation, request, requirement, suggestion, etc

3.用于wish后的宾语从句中:

1) 与过去事实相反---wish that sb + had + p.p

a. I wish that I had been there.

b. He wishes that he had never got married.

2) 与现在事实相反---wish that sb + v-ed ( be---were )

a. I wish that I were a millionaire.

b. She wishes that she were at home with her parents now.

3) 与将来事实相反---wish that sb + should / would / might / could + v

a. I wish that I could fly to the moon some day.

b. He wishes that he would go to America for further study.

*If only…..! “要是…就好了!”也是用来表示愿望的一个句型, 该句型后面从句中

的动词形式和wish后面所接的从句中的动词形式完全一致。

For example:

a. If only you had married me!

b. If only he were a teacher of English!

c. If only she would come to see me tomorrow!

4.用于would rather (=would sooner) 后面所接的宾语从句中：

*prefer to do….rather than do…宁愿…而不愿…
1）表示和过去事实相反---

would rather that sb + had + p.p

For example:

He would rather that he had never been lazy in study in high school.

2）表示和现在或将来事实相反---

would rather that sb + v-ed (be---were)

For example:

a. I would rather that he were not ill.

b. She would rather that her parents allowed her to work in Beijing after her graduation from Nanjing University of Aeronautics and Astronautics.

5.用于as if (=as though) 后面所接的方式状语从句或表语从句中：

该从句中的动词形式和wish后面所接的从句中的动词形式完全一致。

For example:

a. She behaves as if she had done all the job by herself.

b. You are talking as if you were my father.

c. She seems as if she would get married soon.

6.用于lest（以防）后面所接的目的状语从句中---

lest + sb (should) do sth

For example:

We examined the engine carefully before we set off lest it (should) go wrong on the way.

7.用于It is time that…句型中---

It is time that sb + v-ed

For example:

a. It is time that he went home.

b. It is time that we started learning.

Part Four     Inversion (倒装)---全部倒装和部分倒装:

*全部倒装---就是把整个谓语部分提到主语的前面。

a. In this book can be found an article about the harm of smoking.

b. Here comes the bus.

*以here, there, in, out, up, down等表示方位的副词开头并且主语是名词的句子要用全部倒装。

又如:

a. There goes the man.

b. Down came the monkey from the tree.

还有的全部倒装是修辞的需要。

比如In this book can be found an article about the harm of smoking.也可以不用倒装，而写成：

In this book an article can be found about the harm of smoking.

*部分倒装---就是把谓语中的助动词，情态动词和be动词提到主语的前面而谓

语的其他部分仍然放在主语之后。

*部分倒装都是语法需要。英语中要用部分倒装的情形如下：

1．以only + 状语开头的句子：

a. Only with you can I be really happy.

b. Only through much practice can we learn English well.

c. Only yesterday did I learn that my ex-girlfriend had got married.

2.以否定副词或具有否定意义的副词（短语）开头的句子：

a. Never have I learned Spanish.

b. Hardly can I use English to communicate with foreigners.

*英语中的否定副词或具有否定意义的副词（短语）常见的有never, hardly, 

little, seldom, scarcely, rarely, no sooner (…than…), neither, nor, not only…( but also…); under no circumstances, in no way,by no means, at no time, on no account, on no condition, in no case, etc

3.当so表示前一个肯定分句的谓语部分适用于另一个人（物）并且放在句首的时候：

a. I like English, so does he.

b. Mary can speak Japanese, so can my mother.

c. I went to America last autumn, so did my friend.

4. 当neither和nor表示前一个否定分句的谓语部分适用于另一个人（物）并且放在句首的时候：

a. I don't like English, nor does he.

b. He hasn’t been to Shanghai, neither have I.

5.以not until加时间状语开头的句子:

a. Not until yesterday did I learn that he had got married.

b. Not until he was 40 did he leave his parents for independent living.

6.以so / such + 形容词 / 副词或+带有形容词修饰语的名词短语开头的句子:

a. So pretty is the girl that I often dream of her at night.

b. So fast does he speak that we cannot follow him.

c. So important a language is English that we must spend much time learning it.

d. Such an important language is English that we must spend much time learning it.

Part Five   Infinite Verbs (非 谓 语 动 词)--- to do, doing, doing / done

非谓语动词分为：不定式，动名词，分词。 

非谓语动词的总体特点：就是不能作谓语，其他什么成分都能当。 

一. 不定式的用法
(一) 不定式的句法功能： 

1.作主语 

To complete the design before National Day is necessary.
*现代英语中通常用it做形式主语。上句可以改为：

It's necessary to complete the design before National Day. 
不定式作主语是难点之一。 

2.作宾语 

I want to go at once. 

*可以接不定式短语作宾语的动词有： 

like want try wish begin decide ask forget promise hope love offer refuse，etc 

*当做宾语的动词不定式后面带有补足语的时候，一定要用it做形式宾语并

把真正的宾语（即动词不定式）放到补足语之后。如：

He found it important to study the situation in Russia. 

We believe it necessary to learn English.

3.作补语（主补和宾补）
1) 作宾补 

a. I shall have to ask her to leave the company. She will have to leave the company by asked me.

She will have to be asked to leave the company by me.

b. Please let me stay in the company. 

*英语中let后面必须接不带to的动词不定式短语做宾补，同类动词还有：make, let, have, hear, watch, notice, feel, see, etc

又如：

c. I saw her cry.  

d. He made me go there. 

2）作主补

a. She was asked to leave the company.

b. She was seen to cry by me.
c. I was made to go there by him.
4.作定语 

a. He has a lot of questions to ask. 动宾关系

二．动名词--- v-ing
（一）动名词的句法功能：

1. subject:

a. Teaching English is my job.

b. Fishing is his hobby.

2. object:

a. I like teaching English.

b. He enjoys fishing.
*只能用动名词作宾语的动词:

allow, avoid, appreciate（欣赏，感激）, admit, consider, confess(坦白，承认), deny（否认）, delay, enjoy, escape, finish, fancy（意想不到）, imagine, involve（包括，涉及）, keep, mind, practice, permit, postpone（推迟）, resist（抵制）,recall, risk, suggest, stop, stand, etc 
3.predicative:

a. My job is teaching English.

b. His hobby is fishing.

4.attributive:

a. He bought a new washing machine yesterday.

b. Have you got a sleeping bag?  
（二）动名词的否定形式 not + v-ing:

a. He was angry at not being able to come to class on time.
b. He felt very surprised at not being invited to my birthday party.

（三）动名词的逻辑主语----

在动名词的前面加形容词性物主代词来表示:

a. Your smoking makes me angry.  

b. I am angry at his not being able to come to class on time.

如果带有逻辑主语的动名词不出现在句首的话，那么还可以用宾格人称代词
来表示动名词的逻辑主语。

I am angry at your (=you) smoking.

The father enjoys Mary’s (=Mary) playing the piano.

（四）动名词的其他形式

以do (v)为例：

doing, being done (vt), having done, having been done (vt)

a. I enjoy being praised.

b. After having finished the job, I went home.

c. He felt surprised at having received a call from his ex-girlfriend.  

d. He felt very surprised at not having been invited to my birthday party.
**有些动词后面既可以接不定式也可以接动名词作宾语，但可以分为三种情
形：意义相近；意义相同；意义不同

意义相近like, love, hate

意义相同begin, start, continue

**意义不同forget, remember, regret, try, go on, mean

**want, need, require, deserve后面接主动形式的动名词表示被动含
义，并且可以用被动的不定式来代替主动形式的动名词。如：

a. My hair needs cutting. = My hair needs to be cut.

b. The windows want cleaning. = The windows want to be cleaned.
三．分词的用法

一般来说，现在分词表示主动和进行意义；过去分词表示被动和完成意义

（不及物动词的过去分词只表示完成意义）。

a crying child, a developing country, 

a broken glass, a developed country

a falling leaf & a fallen leaf

分词的句法功能：

1. Predicative:

a. The situation at home and abroad is encouraging.

b. We are encouraged with the news that he has won the match.

2. Complementary:

a. I saw Mary crying.---

Mary was seen crying by me.

b. I saw Mary beaten.---

Mary was seen beaten by me.

3. Attributive:

**一般来说，单个的分词做定语放在被修饰的名词或代词之前；分词短语做

定语一定要放在被修饰的名词或代词之后并且在意义上相当于一个定语从句。

a. The sleeping boy is called John.

b. The broken glass cost me 200 dollars.

c. The boy (who is) sleeping in my room is called John.

d. The glass (which was) broken by Tom cost me 200 dollars.

4. Adverbial: 

作状语：通常表示时间，原因，条件，结果，方式。

a. Hearing the news, she cried.

b. Beaten by her boyfriend, she felt sad.

c. Given more time, I can do better.

d. She got home, finding that her house had been robbed.

e. The students went out of the classroom, talking and laughing.

*分词或分词短语做状语的时候，其逻辑主语必须和句子的主语保持一致。

分词短语做状语的时候往往相当于一个状语从句。

a. (When I was) Watching TV, I heard a loud knock on the door.

b. (If I am) Given more time, I will do it better.

c. (Because he was) Beaten by his father, the schoolboy ran away from home. 

d. I got home, finding the door unlocked.

e. The students entered the classroom, talking and laughing.

*当分词的逻辑主语和句子的主语不一致的时候，必须在分词前面加上自己的逻辑主语。（象这种带有自己的逻辑主语的分词短语被称作分词的独立结构）。在分词的独立结构中,还可以用with把分词独立结构的逻辑主语引出来。
a. The girl was standing in the rain, streaming down her cheeks.  (wrong) -----

  The girl was standing in the rain, (with) tears streaming down her cheeks.

b. Killed in the car accident, the girl felt heartbroken. (wrong)-----

  (With) Her boyfriend killed in the car accident, the girl felt heartbroken.

现在分词的其他形式：

having done（主动完成式）, 

Having finished the job, we went to a football match.

being done（被动现在式）,

Being praised by the boss, she felt happy.

having been done（被动完成式）

*Having been given some money, the beggar went away. = Given some money, …
分词的否定形式：not + 分词

a. Not knowing what to do next to do, she turned to me for help.

b. Not given any money, the beggar went away.

*当分词的动作和谓语动词动作同时发生或前后紧接着发生的时候，可以在

分词前面加上一些连接词（when, while, if, unless, etc）: 

a. While listening to music, I heard a knock on the window.  

b. If asked about her new boyfriend, she becomes red.

Not until he was 40 did he leave his parents for independent living.

It was not until 40 that he left his parents for independent living.

*It was at two o’clock in the morning ____ he came back.

It was two o’clock in the morning ___ he came back.

Part Ten   Clause  (从句)

一) 名词性从句---主语从句, 宾语从句, 表语从句, 同位语从句

1.都可以用连词that来引导(that在从句中不作成份。除宾语从句之外，that不可以省略):

a. That he got married is true.

b. I know (that) he got married.

c. The news is that he got married.

d. I don't believe the news that he got married.

2. 都可以用连词whether引导(whether在从句中不作成份并且不可以省略。从句必须使用陈述语序):

a. Whether he got married is not clear.

b. I don't know whether he got married.

c. My question is whether he got married.

d. Could you answer my question whether he got married?

*在宾语从句中还可以用if来代替whether:

I don't know whether he got married. = I don't know if he got married.

*但在以下情形的宾语从句中不可以用if来表示“是否”：

1) 该宾语从句作介词的宾语

a. I am interested in whether you really love me.

b. Our plan depends on whether it will rain tomorrow.

2) 宾语从句的句尾有or not

a. I don't know whether he got married or not.

b. He didn't tell me whether he is a student or not.

3. 都可以用特殊疑问词来引导(特殊疑问词在从句中作成份并且不可以省略，从句必须使用陈述语序):

When he got married is not clear.

I don't know when he got married.

My question is when he got married.

Could you answer my question when he got married?

*把下面的句子放在Can you tell me…?之后：

a. Does his father go to work by bus?

b. When did Mr. Smith go to Tokyo?

c. How did he finish the job so soon?

d. Why can’t he do that?

e. Is his mother a doctor?

*现代英语中通常不把主语从句放在句首，而是用it做形式主语:

That he got married is true.= It is true that he got married.

Whether he got married is not clear.= It is not clear whether he got married.

When he got married is not clear.= It is not clear when he got married.

二) 定语从句 / 关系从句 / 形容词性从句：

1．两个基本概念：

先行词---被定语从句所修饰的名词或代词。

关系词---定语从句的引导词。关系词分为关系代词和关系副词。

2．关系词的用法：

1）关系代词的用法---who, whom, whose, which, that:

(1) who---当先行词指人并且从句中缺少主语的时候使用：

a. The boy who beat her yesterday is Tom.

b. I don't like the girl who has several boyfriends.

(2) whom---当先行词指人并且从句中缺少宾语的时候使用：

a. The boy whom I beat yesterday is Tom.

b. I don't like the girl whom you beat yesterday.

(3) whose---当先行词指人并且从句中缺少定语的时候使用：

a. The boy whose wallet was stolen yesterday is Tom.

b. I don't like the girl whose boyfriend is ugly.

(4) which---当先行词指物的时候使用并且which 在从句中既可以作主语又可以作宾语：

a. I lost the pen which cost me 200 dollars.

b. I lost the pen which my father gave me on my eighteenth birthday.

(5) that---不管先行词指人还是指物的时候都可以使用并且that在从句中既可以作主语又可以作宾语：

*以上例句中的who, whom和which都可以换成that。但在以下情况下通常只用that来引导定语从句：

A.先行词前有形容词最高级修饰的时候

a. Mary is the most beautiful girl that I have ever seen.

b. The novel Gone with the Wind is the most interesting one that I have ever read.

B.当先行词既有人又有物的时候

The police haven’t found the little girl and the dog that got lost last weekend.

C.当先行词是everything, anything, something, nothing和all等不定代词的时候

a. She believes everything that her boyfriend says.

b. All that glitters is not gold. （闪光的并非都是金子）

*一般来说，在定语从句中作宾语的关系代词可以省略。但当关系代词作介词的宾语并且介词位于关系代词之前的时候则不可以省略关系代词并且该关系代词只能用whom(先行词指人)或which(先行词指物)。比如：

a. English is a language (that/which) I am interested in.=

English is a language in which I am interested.

b. Mary is the girl (that/whom) we were talking about. =

 Mary is the girl about whom we were talking.

2)关系副词的用法---when, where, why:

(1)when---当先行词指时间并且从句中缺少状语的时候使用：

a. I will never forget the day when I got married.

b. Do you remember the time when we were in the countryside?

(2)where---当先行词指地点并且从句中缺少状语的时候使用：

a. The house where we study is very old.

b. Do you know the small factory where we work?

(3)why---当先行词指原因并且从句中缺少状语的时候使用：

a. I don't believe the reason why she is late.

b. The reason why she killed her own baby is not true.

*关系副词相当于“介词+which”
3.关系代词as引导的定语从句:

*限制性定语从句和非限制性定语从句---

My brother who is a doctor has gone abroad. (限制性)

My father, who is a doctor has gone abroad. (非限制性)

1) as用于限制性定语从句中---当先行词前有such修饰的时候用as:

a. She is not such a girl as you think.

b. This is not such a good meal as they promised us.

2) as用于非限制性定语从句中---在非限制性定语从句中, as用来指整个主句的内容。as在从句中可以作主语或宾语。

a. As we know, he is a doctor.

b. As is known to us all, the earth is round.

*which也可以用于非限制性定语从句中,并指代整个主句的内容, which在从句中可以作主语或宾语。但which引导的这种从句只能放在主句之后，而as引导的这种从句既可以放在主句之后也可以放在主句之前，还可以放在主句之间（指的是放在主句的主语和谓语动词之间）。

For example:

The earth is round, which we all know.

The earth is round, as we all know. =

As we all know, the earth is round.=

The earth, as we all know, is round.

三) 状语从句 / 副词性从句：

    Increasingly over the past ten years, people --- especially young people --- have become aware of the need to change their eating habits, because much of the food they eat, particularly processed foods, is not good for health. Consequently, there has been a growing interest in natural foods: foods which do not contain chemical additives and which have not been affected by chemical fertilizers widely used in farming today. 

    Natural foods, for example, include vegetables, fruit and grain which have been grown in soil that is rich in organic matter. In simple terms, this means that the soil has been nourished by unused vegetable matter, which provides it with essential vitamins and minerals. This in itself is a natural process compared with the use of chemicals and fertilizers, the main purpose of which is to increase the amount --- but not the quality --- of foods grown in commercial farming areas.

    Natural foods also include animals which have been allowed to feed and move freely in healthy pastures. Compare this with what happens in the mass production of poultry: there are battery farms, for example, where thousands of chickens live crowded together in one building and are fed on food which is little better than rubbish. Chickens kept in this way are not only tasteless as food; they also produce eggs which lack important vitamins.

    It is significant that nowadays fiber is considered to be an important part of a healthy diet. In white bread, for example, the fiber has been removed. But it is present in unrefined flour and of course in vegetables. It is interesting to note that in countries where the national diet contains large quantities of unrefined flour and vegetables, certain diseases are comparatively rare. Hence the emphasis placed on the eating of whole meal bread and more vegetables by modern experts on “healthy eating”.

Oceanography has been defined as “The application of all sciences to the study of the sea”. 

Before the nineteenth century, scientists with an interest in the sea were few and far between. Certainly Newton considered some theoretical aspects of it in his writings, but he was reluctant (不愿意的) to go to sea to farther his work. 

For most people the sea was remote, and with the exception of early intercontinental travelers or others who earned a living from the sea, there was little reason to ask many questions about it, let alone to ask what lay beneath the surface. The first time that the question “What is at the bottom of the oceans?” had to be answered with any commercial consequence was when the laying of a telegraph cable from Europe to America was proposed. The engineers had to know the depth profile ( 起伏形状) of the route to estimate the length of cable that had to be manufactured. 

It was to Maury of the U.S. Navy that the Atlantic Telegraph Company turned, in 1853, for information on this matter. In the 1840s, Maury had been responsible for encouraging voyages during which soundings were taken to investigate the depths of the North Atlantic and Pacific Oceans. Later, some of his endings aroused much popular interest in his book The Physical Geography of the Sea.

The cable was laid, but not until 1866 was the connection made permanent and reliable. At the early attempts, the cable failed and when it was taken out for repairs it was found to be covered in living growths, a fact which defied contemporary scientific opinion that there was no life in the deeper parts of the sea.

Within a few years oceanography was under way. In 1872 Thomson led a scientific expedition (考察), which lasted for four years and brought home thousands of samples from the Sea. Their classification and analysis occupied scientists for years and led to a five-volume report, the last volume being published in1895.

Normally a student must attend a certain number of courses in order to graduate, and each course which he attends gives him a credit (学分) which he may count towards a degree. In many American universities the total work for a degree consists of thirty-six courses, each lasting for one semester (学期). A typical course consists of three classes per week for fifteen weeks; while attending a university a student will probably attend four or five courses during each semester. Do you find getting up in the morning so difficult that it’s painful? This might be called laziness, but Dr. Kleitman has a new explanation. He has proved that everyone has a daily energy cycle.

During the hours when you labor through your work you may say that you’re hot. That’s true. The time of day when you feel most energetic is when your cycle of body temperature is at its peak. For some people the peak comes during the forenoon. For others it comes in the afternoon or evening. No one has discovered why this is so, but it leads to such familiar monologues (自言自语) as: “Get up, John! You’ll be late for work again!” The possible explanation to the trouble is that John is at his temperature–and-energy peak in the evening. Much family quarrelling ends when husbands and wives realize what these energy cycles mean, and which cycle each member of the family has. 

You can’t change your energy cycle, but you can learn to make your life fit it better. Habit can help. Dr. Kjeitman believes. Maybe you’re sleepy in the evening but feel you must stay up late anyway. Counteract (对抗) your cycle lo some extent by habitually staying up later than you want to. If your energy is low in the morning but you have an important job to do early in the day, rise before your usual hour. This won’t change your cycle, but you’ll get up steam and work better at your low point                   

Get off to a slow start which saves your energy. Get up with a leisurely yawn (呵欠) and stretch. Sit on the edge of the bed a minute before putting your feet on the floor. Avoid the troublesome search for clean clothes by laying them out the night before. Whenever possible, do routine work in the afternoon and save tasks requiring more energy or concentration for your sharper hours.

We find that bright children are rarely held back by mixed-ability teaching. On the contrary, both their knowledge and experience are enriched. We feel that there are many disadvantages in streaming (把…按能力分班) pupils. It does not take into account the act that children develop at different rates. It can have a bad effect on both the bright and the not-so-bright child. After all, it can be quite discouraging to be at the bottom of the top grade!

Besides, he is rather unreal to grade people just according to their intellectual (智力的) ability. This is only one aspect of their total personality. We are concerned to develop the abilities of all our pupils to the full, not just their academic ability. We also value personal qualities and social skills, and we find that mixed-ability teaching contributes to all these aspects of learning.       

In our classrooms, we work in various ways. The pupils often work in groups: this gives them the opportunity to learn to cooperate, to share, and to develop leadership skills. They also learn how to cope with personal problems as well as learning how to think, to make decisions, to analyze and evaluate, and to communicate effectively. The pupils learn from each other as well as from the teacher. 

Sometimes the pupils work in pairs; sometimes they work on individual tasks and assignments, and they can do this at their own speed. They also have some formal class teaching when this is appropriate. We encourage our pupils to use the library, and we teach them the skills they need in order to do this efficiently. An advanced pupil can do advanced work: it does not matter what age the child is. We expect our pupils to do their best, not their least, and we give them every encouragement to attain this goal.
